COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING 


(15-0345-CC) Johnny Lee Nichols vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for negligence, refund of expenses, failure to follow procedure, and loss of potential wages, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that would change the prior decision of the Claims Commission. Therefore, the Commission’s June 10, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0484-CC)  Jerry Ellis vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that would change the prior decision of the Claims Commission. Therefore, the Commission’s June 10, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0497-CC)  Johnny Lee Nichols vs. DOC. In this claim filed for refund of expenses, mental anguish and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that would change the prior decision of the Claims Commission. Therefore, the Commission’s June 10, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0506-CC)  William French vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-5 contained in the motion. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0575-CC) Cedric Austin vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and negligence, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Claimant’s “Motion to Compel Discovery” and orders the Respondent to submit a response to the Claimant’s pleading(s) no later than thirty (30) days from the date of this opinion. Therefore the Claimant’s “Motion to Compel” is hereby granted.

(15-0576-CC) Michael Walker vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-9 contained in the motion and for Claimant’s failure to respond to Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.”


(15-0592-CC) Keith Miller vs. DOC. In this claim filed for personal injury, negligence and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Claimant’s “Motion to Compel Discovery” and orders the Respondent to submit a response to the Claimant’s pleading(s) no later than thirty (30) days from the date of this opinion. Therefore the Claimant’s “Motion to Compel” is hereby granted.

(15-0678-CC)  Turrelle Givens vs. DOC. In this claim filed for negligence, refund of expenses and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2 and 3 contained in the motion. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0685-CC) Tim Casey vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that would change the prior decision of the Claims Commission. Therefore, the Commission’s June 11, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0733-CC) Steven Cody-Obama vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-6 contained in the motion. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0756-CC) Rollie Winston vs. AHTD. In this claim filed for property damage, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that would change the prior decision of the Claims Commission. Therefore, the Commission’s July 9, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0760-CC) Michael Arnett vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2 and 3 contained in the motion and for Claimant’s failure to respond the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0817-CC) Ethel Woodson vs. DHS/CFS. In this claim filed for property damage, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that would change the prior decision of the Claims Commission. Therefore, the Commission’s July 9, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0911-CC) Merita Combs vs. UAMS. In this claim filed for negligence, pain and suffering, mental anguish and personal injury, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1-3 contained in the motion. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0925-CC) Raymond McHughes vs. DFA/MV. In this claim filed for personal injury, refund of medical expenses and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-13 contained in the motion. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0957-CC) Samantha Couch vs. DFA/EB. In this claim filed for insurance error, and refund of expenses, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for Claimant’s failure to respond to the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.” Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0966-CC) Sandra Anderson vs. ATU. In this claim filed for property damage, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2 and 3 contained in the motion. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0978-CC) Paul Newport vs. AHTD. In this claims filed for personal injury, the Claims Commission unanimously denies and dismisses the Respondent’s “Motion for Summary Judgement” and orders this claim to be held in abeyance. Therefore, the Respondent’s “Motion for Summary Judgement” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(16-0026-CC) Jessie Hill vs. DOC & ASCC. In this claims filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion for Summary Judgement on the Pleadings” and rules that the portion of this claim that is against the Arkansas State Claims Commission be denied and dismissed. Therefore, the Respondent’s “Motion for Judgement on the Pleadings” is granted and this claim against the Arkansas State Claims Commission is dismissed.
