COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING 


(14-0816-CC)  Tim Axelson vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for negligence, personal injury, pain and suffering, mental anguish and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies and dismisses the Claimant’s “Motion for Summary Judgment” and orders this claim to be set for hearing.  Therefore, the Claimant’s “Motion for Summary Judgment” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0014-CC)  Jeremy Kennedy vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for refund of expenses the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1, 3, 4 and 5 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0118-CC)  Jeremy Kennedy vs. DOC.  In this claim for failure to follow procedure, negligence and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraph 3 and 5-18 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is unanimously denied and dismissed.    

(15-0135-CC)  Joseph Smith vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies and dismisses the Claimant’s “Motion for Summary Judgment” and orders this claim to be set for hearing. Therefore, the Claimant’s “Motion for Summary Judgment” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0285-CC)  Thelma Williams vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond to Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.”  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0334-CC)  Jerry Ellis vs. DOC.  In this claim for personal injury, negligence and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s December 11, 2014, order remains in effect.

(15-0359-CC)  Randall Jones vs. DHS/Medical Services.  In this claim filed for an unpaid bill, the Claim Commission hereby unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.”  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(15-0360-CC)  Debbie Barnard vs. DHS/Medical Services.  In this claim filed for salary due, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond to Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.” Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0375-CC)  Entergy vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond to Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.”. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0397-CC)  Patrick Trowbridge vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond to Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.”  Therefore, the claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.
