(15-0022-CC) James McAlphin vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, negligence, pain and suffering, personal injury and mental anguish, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available. Therefore, the Commission’s March 13, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0033-CC)  James McAlphin vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, negligence, pain and suffering and loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available. Therefore, the Commission’s March 13, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0326-CC)  Charles Whitfield vs. DOC. In this claim filed for loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s June 10, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0417-CC)  Ashley Kaufman vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, pain and suffering, personal injury and mental anguish, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available. Therefore, the Commission’s June 10, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0471-CC) Andre Harris vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available. Therefore, the Commission’s June 10, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0527-CC) Deverick Scott vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and negligence (claims 1 and 2), the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available. Therefore, the Commission’s June 10, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0565-CC) Brent Davis vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, negligence, pain and suffering and personal injury, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-8 contained in the motion. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(15-0575-CC) Cedric Austin vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and negligence, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.” Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(15-0639-CC)  Joshua James vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion for Summary Judgement” due to Claimant’s failure to timely file a response.

(15-0650-CC) Valarie Young vs. ASP. In this claim filed for personal injury, property damage, negligence and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available. Therefore, the Commission’s May 14, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0671-CC) Deverick Scott vs. DOC. In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, negligence, and pain and suffering (claims 1 and 2), the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available. Therefore, the Commission’s June 11, 2015, order remains in effect.

(15-0867-CC) Avery Moore vs. ADOE. In this claim filed for salary due and refund of expenses, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.” Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(15-0883-CC) Elizabeth Jacobs vs. AHTD. In this claim filed for personal injury, property damage, pain and suffering and negligence, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Hold in Abeyance,” pending the pursuit and exhaustion of possible alternative remedies.  Therefore this claim will be held in abeyance.

(15-0953-CC) James Ward vs. AHTD. In this claim filed for property damage, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond to Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.”  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.
