COMMISSION’S DECISIONS MADE ON PREVIOUSLY HEARD CLAIMS

(03-0851-CC)  Ronald Baughman vs. AG&FC.  This claim filed for breach of contract in an unspecified amount was unanimously awarded in the amount of $21,341.84 for the retainage still held by the Respondent.   All other elements of the claim are unanimously denied and dismissed.
COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING
