(02-0295-CC)  Infomath vs. UALR.  In this claim filed for breach of contract in an unspecified amount the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Respondent’s “Motion to Quash Subpoena.”  

(06-0201-CC)  Estate of Mary Knight vs. DHS/BHS.  In this claim filed for wrongful death and pain and suffering in the amount of $2,500,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously converted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” to a join “Motion to Hold in Abeyance” and grants the “Motion to Hold in Abeyance.”  Therefore, this claim will be held in abeyance pending exhaustion of any possible alternative remedies
