In this claim filed for services rendered in the amount of $239,805.50 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein, thereby dismissing Claimant, Dr, and George Alan Rekers as a party to the claim.  The University of South Carolina remains the Claimants and this claim will be set for hearing on the issue of damages only.

(06-0450-CC)  David Williams, #78730 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $74.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the “Amended Motion to Dismiss” filed for the Respondent.  This claim will be set for hearing.

(06-1410-CC)  Taurin Johnson, #102958 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $129.34 the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the “Motion toe Dismiss” filed by the Respondent.  This claim will be set for hearing.

(06-1745-CC)  Dorothy Savage vs. DHS/DCFS.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering, and mental anguish in the amount of $5,000,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously changed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” to a “Motion to Hold an Abeyance” and grants the “Motion to Hold in Abeyance,” pending the exhaustion of all possible alternative remedies.  This claim will be held in abeyance.
