COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING

(06-0490-CC)  James K. Fudge (SK-950) vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of$2,500.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the “Motion for Default Judgment” filed by the Claimant.  

(06-0435-CC)  Juanita Marks vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for salary due in an unspecified amount the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration.”  Therefore the Commission’s December 15, 2005, decision remains in effect.
