(03-0926-CC)  Barbara & James Ables vs. UAMS.  This claim filed for wrongful death and negligence in the amount of $1,000,000.00 was unanimously denied and dismissed for the Claimant’s failure to respond to a Claims Commission letter dated February 14, 2006.

(06-0443-CC)  Christy Duvall vs. ARTU.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering, and negligence in the amount of $1,500,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously changed the Respondent’s “Motion for Summary Judgment” to a “Motion to Hold in Abeyance.”  This claim will be held in abeyance pending Claimant’s exhaustion of possible alternative remedies.

(06-0869-CC)  LaTisha Ward and Stacy Evans vs. UAMS.  In this claim filed for wrongful death in the amount of $5,000,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously changed the Respondent’s “Motion for Summary Judgment” to a “Motion to Hold in Abeyance.”  This claim will be held in abeyance pending Claimant’s exhaustion of possible alternative remedies.

(06-0283-CC)  Robert White, #108937 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $481.73 the Claims Commission  unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein and the Claimant’s failure to respond.

(06-1326-CC)  Tiffany Casillas vs. ASU Jonesboro and Black River Technical College.  In this claim filed for mental anguish, negligence, and pain and suffering in the amount of $100,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent, Arkansas State University Jonesboro, for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is denied and dismissed against Arkansas State University Jonesboro only.  The claim remains open against Black River Technical College.
