COMMISSION’S DECISIONS MADE ON PREVIOUSLY HEARD CLAIMS

(08-0604-CC)  Eddie Sewell vs. SOA.  In this claim filed for disability benefit in the amount of $10,000.00  the Claims Commission unanimously awarded the amount sought at a hearing on March 20, 2008, leaving the record open to decide the question of scholarship benefits for the Claimant’s children after the submission of further evidence.  Upon further consideration of the evidence provided the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s request for scholarship benefits.

COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING

(08-0161-CC)  Doris Williams vs. DHS/CFS.  In this claim filed for wrongful termination and mental anguish in the amount of $48,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Amended Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein.

(07-0783-CC)  Nedra Sturdivant vs. SOA/PO 13th Judicial District.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering, and mental anguish in the amount of $250,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss Claimant’s Second Amended Complaint” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein.

(08-0353-CC)  Gilberto Guerra, #123482 vs. DOC.  This claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $60.35 was unanimously denied and dismissed for the Claimant’s failure to prove by a preponderance of the evidence and liability on the part of the Respondent.

(08-0465-CC)  Keithen Jones, #085316 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $2,500.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent.  This claim will be set for hearing.

(08-0350-CC)  Elizabeth Cornelius vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $5,258.65 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion for Summary Judgment” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein.

(08-0670-CC)  Russell Adams vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage in an unspecified amount the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein and the Claimant’s failure to respond.

(08-0469-CC)  Stacie Mayfield, #132618 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $100,052.00  the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion for Discovery” filed by the Claimant.  The Commission unanimously ordered the Respondent to comply with the Claimant’s request by Wednesday, April 30, 2008.

(08-0003-CC)  Michael Pickens, #091738 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain & suffering, and mental anguish in the amount of $10,000.00  the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion for Deposition & Discovery” filed by the Claimant.  The Commission unanimously ordered the Respondent to comply with the Claimant’s request by Wednesday, April 30, 2008.

(07-0766-CC)  Bobby Martin, #114275 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in an unspecified amount the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” based upon the Claimant’s signed “Settlement Agreement” requesting that his claim be dismissed with prejudice.

(08-0937-CC)  Napoleon Pollard, #89052 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $2,500.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent.  This claim will be set for hearing.

(08-0536-CC)  Marzell Hampson vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for wrongful termination and salary due in an unspecified amount the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein and the Claimant’s failure to respond.
