COMMISSION’S RULINGS ON OUT OF DATE/FORGED WARRANTS

COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING

(09-0302-CC)  Roberta Owens vs. DWS.  In this claim filed for personal injury and pain and suffering in the amount of $5,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Answer and Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein and the Claimant’s failure to respond.

(09-0071-CC)  Gayle Knotts vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $800.00  the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein and the Claimant’s failure to respond.

(08-0830-CC)  Christopher Campbell vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property and failure to follow procedures in the amount of $35.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein and the Claimant’s failure to respond.

(09-0284-CC)  James Stanley, Jr. vs. AOOTC.  In this claim filed for loss of profit in the amount of $500,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein.

(08-0710-CC)  Anthony Compton, #137594 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $200.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration.”  Therefore, the Commission’s October 15, 2008 order remains in effect.

(09-0260-CC)  Fred Weatherspoon vs. UAPB.  In this claim filed for personal injury and pain and suffering in an unspecified amount, the Claims Commission unanimously changed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” to a “Motion to Hold in Abeyance,” thereby granting the “Motion to Hold in Abeyance.”  Therefore, this claim will be held in abeyance.

(09-0112-CC)  Anthony Nelson, #098719 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $2,250.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion to Further Compel Discovery” and Claimant’s “Reply to Respondent’s Response to Claimant’s Interrogatories and Request for Production of Documents.”  The Commission believes that the Respondent has adequately responded to the Claimant’s “Motion to Compel.”
