(08-0436-CC)  Est. of Walter Ben Lessenberry vs. ASP.  In this claim filed for wrongful death, failure to follow procedures and negligence in the amount of $48,000.00 the Claims Commission 

unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein. 

(06-1326-CC)  Tiffany Casillas vs. BRTC.  In this claim filed for pain and suffering, negligence, and mental anguish in the amount of $100,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously changed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” to a “Motion to Hold in Abeyance,” thereby granting the “Motion to Hold in Abeyance.”  The Claims Commission further gives the Claimant 90 days from the date of the order to report on the status of the background check on assets.
