(08-0436-CC)  Estate of Walter Lessenberry vs. ASP.  In this claim filed for wrongful death in the amount of $48,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration.”

COMMISSION’S RULINGS ON OUT OF DATE/FORGED WARRANTS
COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING

(08-0737-CC)  Joshua & Christina Lawson vs. UAMS.  In this claim filed for wrongful death, negligence, and pain and suffering in an unspecified amount, the Claims Commission unanimously changed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” to a “Motion to Hold in Abeyance,” pending the pursuit and exhaustion of possible alternative remedies.

(08-0734-CC)  Roehl Transport, Inc. vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $5,590.02+ the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Proceed with Claim” filed by the Claimant.

(08-0782-CC)  Michael Berry, Sr. vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage, personal injury, loss of wages, and pain and suffering in the amount of $19,331.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent for the reasons contained therein and the Claimant’s failure to respond.

(08-0433-CC)  APAC-Tennessee, Inc. vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for breach of contract in the amount of $468,829.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Motion to Dismiss Without Prejudice.”

(08-0755-CC)  Debra Buckner, Pulaski County Treasurer vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for unpaid taxes filed in the amount of $442.20 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the “Motion for Summary Judgment” filed by the Respondent.  The Claims Commission unanimously finds great weight in the opinions issued by the Attorney General of the State of Arkansas.

(04-1274-CC)  Reda Smedley vs. ABC.  In this claim filed for wrongful termination and failure to follow procedures in the amount of $250,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Joint Motion to Dismiss” filed by the parties for the reasons contained therein.

(06-1589-CC)  Juana M. Brown, Est. of Lakeisha Brown vs. DHS/DYS.  In this claim filed wrongful death in an unspecified amount the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Amended Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent, for the reasons contained therein.

(06-1326-CC)  Tiffany Casillas vs. Black River Technical College.  In this claim filed for pain and suffering, negligence, and mental anguish filed in the amount of $100,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent, for the reasons contained therein.
