In this claim filed for negligence, pain and suffering, & mental anguish in the amount of $200,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Joint Motion to Hold in Abeyance” filed by the parties.  Therefore this claim will be held in abeyance, pending the exhaustion of possible alternative remedies.

(08-0732-CC)  Roehl Transport, Inc. vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $5,590.02 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Hold in Abeyance.”  Therefore this claim will be held in abeyance, pending the exhaustion of possible alternative remedies.
