(07-0665-CC)  Theresa Bedford vs. 2nd Judicial District.  This claim filed for mental anguish and negligence in the amount of $250,000.00 was unanimously denied and dismissed for the Claimant’s failure to prove by a preponderance of the evidence any liability on the part of the Respondent.

COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING

(08-0200-CC)  SSM, LLC vs. UCA.  In this claim filed for breach of contract in the amount of $150,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion for Continuance.”  

(09-0057-CC)  Est. of Evelyn Porch vs. DHS/BHS.  In this claim filed for wrongful death, negligence, and mental anguish in the amount of $440,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein.  

(08-0842-CC)  Karen Coburn vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for  personal injury, pain and suffering, and negligence in the amount of $1,000,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Hold in Abeyance” pending the pursuit and exhaustion of possible alternative remedies.  

(08-0882-CC)  Allen Jackson vs. AMD.  In this claim filed for salary due in the amount of $6,0852.85 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration.” The Commission’s August 14, 2008, order remains in effect.   

(08-0827-CC)  Jeffery C. Elmore, #091418 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $34.94, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent, for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.

(09-0117-CC)  Willie Hutcherson, #093873. vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures in the amount of $500,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denies the “Motion to Summary Judgment” filed by the Claimant.  This claim will be set for hearing.

(08-0469-CC)  Stacie Mayfield, #132618 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $ 100,052.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Discovery.”

(06-1505-CC)  Sarah Bedford vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for wrongful death and negligence in an unspecified amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s Motion for Continuance” and unanimously denied the Respondent’s “Motion to Hold in Abeyance.”  Therefore this claim will be set for hearing.
