(09-0722-CC)  Marcie Johnson vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $2,319.65 was unanimously awarded in the amount of $646.40.

COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING

(04-1168-CC  Dorado Ridgell, Est. of Jerry Ridgell vs. SOA.  In this claim filed for death benefits in an unspecified amount, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the “Claimant’s “Motion” and “Motion for Summary Judgment.”  The attempt by the Claimant to secure additional state provided death benefits due to her husband’s death is both untimely and unsupported by any evidence.

(09-0466-CC)  Timothy Nesdahl, #116454  vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $2,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Petition for Re-hearing.”  Therefore, the Commission’s April 9, 2009, order remains in effect.

(09-0746-CC)  Michael Webb, #142669 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for refund of expense in the amount of $10,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration.”  Therefore, the Commission’s May 15, 2009, order remains in effect.

(09-0640-CC)  Montel Murry, #134453 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering, and mental anguish in the amount of $9,500.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration.”  Therefore, the Commission’s June 12, 2009, order remains in effect.

(09-0628-CC)  Anthony Hicks, #097307 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for refund of expense in an unspecified amount the Claims Commission unanimously granted the joint “Motion to Dismiss.”  

(09-0789-CC)  Michael Thomas, #611338 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures in the amount of $40.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent, for the reasons contained therein.   

(09-0812-CC)  Jerry Ellis, #07865813 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $3,500.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent, for the reasons contained therein.   

 (09-0611-CC)  Ivory Love, #05840 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering, and failure to follow procedures in the amount of $5,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent.

(09-0857-CC)  Bruce Burrow vs. AG&FC.  In this claim filed for refund of expenses in the amount of $20,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent.

  (09-0868-CC)  James Mashburn vs. ASP.  In this claim filed for refund of expenses in the amount of $7,500,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the “Motion to Dismiss” filed by the Respondent.
