(09-0739-CC Damont Ewells, #109853 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $11,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.   

(09-0720-CC)  Paula Matlock, Executrix of the Estate of Leslie Wright vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for wrongful death and negligence in an unspecified amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the “Motion for Reconsideration” filed by the Claimant.  The Commission further unanimously ordered that the claims be “Held in Abeyance” until all employment questions are resolved.
