COMMISSION’S DECISIONS MADE ON PREVIOUSLY HEARD CLAIMS

(10-0085-CC)  Mobely Construction vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for breach of contract in the amount of $$225,687.84 the Claims Commission unanimously found liability on the part of the Respondent and awarded the claim in the amount sought.

COMMISSION’S RULINGS ON OUT OF DATE/FORGED WARRANTS

COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING

(10-0758-CC)  Sterling Ray vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for negligence and personal injury in the amount of $2,000,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” this claim against the Department of Corrections.  This claim is hereby redirected against the NE AR Community Corrections Center, for the reasons contained therein.  Therefore the Department of Corrections was unanimously dismissed as a Respondent in this matter.

(10-0590-CC)  Michael Brazell, Jr., #500711 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures in the amount of $4,000.00 the Claims Commission feels that the information the Claimant requested is his “Motion for and Order Compelling Discovery” has been adequately provided under the rules of the prison.  Therefore, the Claimant’s “Motion for an Order Compelling Discovery” is unanimously denied and dismissed.

(10-0515-CC)  Ivory Robinson, #111822 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $600.00 the Claims Commission feels that the Respondent has adequately responded to the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents.”  Therefore the Claimant’s “Motion to Compel Discovery was unanimously denied and dismissed.

(10-0776-CC)  Celeste Kassing vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for personal injury, negligence, and pain and suffering in the amount of $300,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Hold In Abeyance” pending the pursuit and exhaustion of possible alternative remedies.  

(10-0777-CC)  Celeste Kassing as Personal Representative of the Estate of David Kassing vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for wrongful death in the amount of $300,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Hold In Abeyance” pending the pursuit and exhaustion of possible alternative remedies.  

(10-0524-CC)  Corey Sanders, #113737 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures in the amount of $1,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration.”  Therefore, the Commission’s March 12, 2010 order remains in effect.

(109-0900-CC)  Walter McCullough, #091861 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $20,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration.”  Therefore, the Commission’s March 11, 2010 order remains in effect.
