 (10-0448-CC)  Moytri Chowdhury vs. ASUJ. In this claim filed for breach of contract filed in an unspecified amount the Claims Commission unanimously found liability on the part of the Respondent and awarded the Claimant the amount of $100,000.00.

(09-0825-CC)  Ke’Ondra Chestang vs. DOC.  This claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $2,206.35 was unanimously denied and dismissed for the Claimant’s failure to prove by a preponderance of the evidence any liability on the part of the respondent.
