COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING

(10-0957-CC)  Claude Graves vs. AG&FC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $51,472.85 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.” This claim will be set for hearing. 

(10-0967-CC)  Alpha Iota Chapter of the Alpha Gamma Rho. Inc. vs.UAF.  In this claim filed for breach of contract in an unspecified  amount, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” and grants the “Motion to Substitute Parties” filed by the Claimant.  

(10-0862-CC)  John Vondracek vs. DFA/RD.  In this claim filed for refund of expenses in the amount of $543.92 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein.   

(10-0950-CC)  Robert Jackson, #112814 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures in the amount of $1,500.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained within.

(10-0909-CC)  Timothy Hinds, #650268 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $200.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained within and the Claimant’s failure to respond.

(10-0944-CC)  Yolanda Broady vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $932.38 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained within and the Claimant’s failure to respond.

(10-0842-CC)  Joe Dean Keaton, #128098 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $1,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained within.

(10-0827-CC)  Corey Sanders, #113737 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $1,800.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents.”  The Respondent was ordered to respond to the Claimant’s “Request for Production of Documents” by Thursday, August 5, 2010.

In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures in the amount of $9,500.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents.”  The Commission feels that the Respondent, to the extent possible, has adequately responded to the Claimant’s request.

(10-0947-CC)  Vincent Hussey, #109212 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury and pain and suffering in the amount of $150,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents.”  The Commission feels that the Respondent, to the extent possible, has adequately responded to the Claimant’s request.

(10-0708-CC)  Elizabeth Randolph vs. DHS/DDS.  In this claim filed for salary due and wrongful termination in the amount of $57,489.74 the Claims Commission unanimously rescinded its June 10, 2010 order pending a decision on how it wishes to proceed.

(06-1745-CC)  Dorothy Savage vs. DHS/CFS.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering and mental anguish in the amount of $5,000,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Motion to Lift Abeyance, Amend Claim, and Deem Proposed Second Amended Claim Filed.”  This claim will be scheduled for hearing.

(10-0908-CC)  Lyn McNatt vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $6,290.44 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Respondent’s “Motion to Hold Claim in Abeyance.”  This claim will be set for hearing.

(10-0810-CC)  Larry Reed, #082266 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $38.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration,” but acknowledges the Claimant’s subsequent response to the motion.  Therefore, the Commission’s May 7, 2010 order remains in effect.

(10-0894-CC)  Christopher Laughlin, #100594 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $165.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration.”  Therefore, the Commission’s June 10, 2010 order remains in effect.

(10-0881-CC)  Paul Cozad, #084254 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $65.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration.”  Therefore, the Commission’s June 10, 2010 order remains in effect.

(10-0901-CC)  Anthony Lamar, #120479 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $100.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration.”  Therefore, the Commission’s June 10, 2010 order remains in effect.

(10-0922-CC)  Joseph Smith, #127880 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures in the amount of $7,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration,” because it feels that the Claimant had sufficient time to respond to the original “Motion to Dismiss” which was unanimously granted.   Therefore, the Commission’s June 10, 2010 order remains in effect.

(10-0932-CC)  Terrance Proctor, #87410 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $1,576.39 the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents.”  The Commission feels that the Respondent, to the extent possible, has adequately responded to the Claimant’s request.

(10-0590-CC)  Michael Brazell. Jr., #500711 vs. DOC.
