(10-0810-CC)  Larry Reed, #082266 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $38.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and the Claimant’s failure to respond.  This claim is therefore denied and dismissed.

(10-0759-CC)  Brandon Thompson, #121907 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $659.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and the Claimant’s failure to respond.  This claim is therefore denied and dismissed.

(10-0792-CC)  Wesley Hester, #129029 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures in an unspecified amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and the Claimant’s failure to respond. In this claim filed for other in the amount of $5,219.48 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Motion for Discovery.”  Therefore, the Respondent is ordered to respond to the Claimant’s “Motion for Discovery” by Thursday, May 27, 2010.

(10-0373-CC) Lance Owens, #610855 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $287.30 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Respondent’s “Motion for Reconsideration and Rehearing.”  Therefore the Commission’s March 12, 2010 order remains in effect.

(10-0707-CC) Corey Perkins, #112808 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures in the amount of $3,600.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration and Rehearing.”  Therefore the Commission’s March 12, 2010 order remains in effect.

In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures and pain and suffering in the amount of $100,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration and Rehearing.”  Therefore the Commission’s March 12, 2010 order remains in effect.

(08-0247-CC)  Holly Riley vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage, personal injury, and pain and suffering in an unspecified amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s request to withdraw his “Motion for Order of Examination.”  

(10-0794-CC) Eugenia Roy vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for wrongful death, pain and suffering, and negligence in an unspecified amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the joint “Motion to Dismiss with Prejudice.”  Therefore, this claim was unanimously denied and dismissed with prejudice.

(10-0827-CC)  Corey Sanders, #113737 vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures, mental anguish, and pain and suffering in the amount of $1,800.00 the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion to Exclude Commissioner Richard Mays from Hearing Claim.”  Therefore, this claim will be scheduled for hearing.


(10-0737-CC)  Brandon Brown, #142315 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures in the amount of $10,000.00 the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents.”  Therefore, the Respondent is ordered to comply with the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents” by Thursday, May 27, 2010.
