COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING 

(11-0584-CC)  Susan R. Jones vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for personal injury for an amount of $87,500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the parties’ joint “Motion to Hold Claim in Abeyance”.  Therefore, this claim will be held in abeyance.

(11-0605-CC)  Charles Ashford, #133975 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $150.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is denied and dismissed.  

(11-0615-CC)  Franklin Chance, #132313 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures for the amount of $7,500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Amended Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing.

(11-0621-CC)  Thomas Crockett, #080479 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures for the amount of $4,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents”.  Therefore, the Respondent is ordered to respond to the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents” by Monday, August 1, 2011.

(11-0628-CC)  Melvin E. Reed, #113827 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for negligence and for failure to follow procedures for the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration”.  Therefore, the Commission’s May 12, 2011, order remains in effect.

(11-0651-CC)  Tommy Hall, #105963 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property for an unspecified amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration”.  Therefore, this claim is reinstated.

(11-0654-CC)  Leonard Dickerson, #088387 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures in the amount of $4,500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration”.  Therefore, the Commission’s May 12, 2011, order remains in effect.

(11-0670-CC)  Dale Monroe, Special Administrator vs. DHS/Children & Family Services.  In this claim filed for wrongful death for the amount of $2,000,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing.

(11-0677-CC)  Tommy Ray Mosley, #85548 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $200.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed both the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” and the Claimant’s “Motion for Summary Judgment”.  Therefore, this claim will bet set for hearing.

(11-0698-CC)  Sheila Marie Rhodes, Special Administrator vs. DHS/Developmental Disabilities Services.  In this claim filed for wrongful death, negligence, and pain and suffering for the amount of $1,000,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Strike All Improper and Inadmissible References Made by Claimant to Failed Statement Negotiations” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, the motion is unanimously granted.

(11-0708-CC)  Stefonal Jackson vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $916.87, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is denied and dismissed.

(11-0736-CC)  Tonia Harvey vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage for the amount of $454.30, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is denied and dismissed.

(11-0744-CC)  Antonio Johnson, #104400 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, the claim is denied and dismissed.

(11-0745-CC)  Lee Moore vs. DHS/Behavior Health Services.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures for an unspecified amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion for More Definite Statement” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, the Claimant is ordered to file an amended complaint setting forth in more definite terms the cause of action against the Respondent by Monday, August 1, 2011.  

(11-0758-CC)  Eric L. Murry, #096072 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures for the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein.  Therefore, this claim is denied and dismissed.

(11-0781-CC)  Boyce Price, #089859 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures for the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is denied and dismissed.

(11-0782-CC)  James V. Valetutti vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage for the amount of $2,342.81, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is denied and dismissed.

(11-0797-CC)  Alvin Ray Williams, #106363 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedures and mental anguish for $4,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein.
