(11-0609-CC)  Katie Mae Bishop vs. Arkansas Military Department.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $3,615.98, the Respondents had previously admitted liability and the hearing was held on the issue of damages only.  The Claims Commission unanimously awarded the Claimant $1,076.25 for the repair and painting of the Claimant’s vehicle.

In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $181,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously found liability on the part of the Respondent and unanimously awarded the Claimant an additional $5,000.00 ($1,000.00 already received) for the Claimant’s “pain and suffering” upon rehearing.

(12-0126-CC)  Patrick Sullivan vs. SOA.  In this claim filed for disability benefits in the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously allowed the claim in the amount sought following the admission of liability and a recommendation of payment by the Respondent.

COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING

(10-0009-CC)  Arthur Williams, Administrator of the estate of Candida Williams vs. UAMS.  In this claim filed for negligence in an unknown amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0256-CC)  Joe L. Bell, Jr., #107834 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $18,900.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0263-CC)  Raylee Jackson, #141356 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property and for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0278-CC)  Chas Boyer, #657339 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $54.66, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0282-CC)  Gabe Hannahs, #117222 vs. UAMS.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the Claims Commission’s lack of jurisdiction and because all remedies have not been yet exhausted.  Therefore, this claim is unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0284-CC)  George Jones, #121231 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $205.35, the Claims Commission granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0293-CC)  Arthur Mitchell, #800001 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $130.00, the Claims Commission granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” at the request of the Claimant in a letter received November 3, 2011.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0301-CC)  Mark Campbell, #144234 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for negligence, failure to follow procedure, and personal injury in the amount of $5,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously changed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” to “Motion to Hold in Abeyance” and unanimously granted the motion.  Therefore, this claim will be held in abeyance.
