COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING

(11-0633-CC)  Johnny Hall vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury and pain and suffering in the amount of $95,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously directed the Claimant to provide the Respondent with the information requested in its May 30, 2012, letter by June 28, 2012.

(12-0520-CC)  James Smith vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury and loss of property in the amount of $250,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously asserted that the Respondent has adequately responded to the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents”.

(12-0581-CC)  Steven Cody vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $200.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s May 9, 2012, order remains in effect.  The Claims Commission also unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Rehearing”.  Therefore, this claim remains dismissed.

(12-0641-CC)  Jeffrey Kronnick vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $40.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s May 9, 2012, order remains in effect.

(12-0679-CC)  James Stickley vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for pain and suffering in the amount of $5,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion to Compel Discovery”.  Therefore, the Claimant’s “Motion to Compel Discovery” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0702-CC)  Jeremy Kennedy vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $6,169.51, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion to Compel Discovery”.  Therefore, the Claimant’s “Motion to Compel Discovery” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.  The Claims Commission also unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Stipulation of Undisputed Facts”.  Therefore, the Claimant’s “Motion for Stipulation of Undisputed Facts” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.  The Claims Commission also unanimously denied and dismissed the Claimant’s “Motion/Request for the Commission to Instruct Respondent to Schedule and Conduct a Pre-Trial Conference”.  Therefore, the Claimant’s Motion/Request for the Commission to Instruct Respondent to Schedule and Conduct a Pre-Trial Conference” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.  Lastly, the Commission denied and dismissed the Claimant’s “Motion for Better Evidence Photo”.  Therefore, the Claimant’s “Motion for Better Evidence Photo” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0707-CC)  Kevin Linn vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $703.90, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s May 9, 2012, order remains in effect.

(12-0708-CC)  Mark Allan Rowlett vs. UAF.  In this claim filed for other reasons in the amount of $750,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s May 9, 2012, order remains in effect.

(12-0711-CC)  Thelma Williams vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in an undetermined amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0714-CC)  Demetrius Woods vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for pain and suffering in the amount of $3,500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0717-CC)  Farrell Willis vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $4,500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0724-CC)  Yannick Padilla vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $210.28, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0745-CC)  Charles Watkins vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Request for Interrogatories and Production of Documents”.  Therefore, the Claimant’s “Request for Interrogatories and Production of Documents” is unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0750-CC)  Cameron Bryant vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $8,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s May 9, 2012, order remains in effect.

(12-0778-CC)  Naameh Madani vs. PTC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in an unknown amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Stay” pending the pursuit and exhaustion of possible alternative remedies.  

(12-0799-CC)  Tommy Elps vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $8,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Discovery” and “Subpoena Motion”.  Therefore, these motions are hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0784-CC)  Detrick Croston vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $1,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the joint “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed with prejudice.

(12-0806-CC)  Steven Cody vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $200.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the Claimant’s possession of contraband.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0814-CC)  Michael Williams vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $9,500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the Claimant’s violation of the Department of Correction’s policy.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0826-CC)  Joshua Stricklin vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(12-0850-CC)  Howard Jones vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.
