(12-0585-CC)  Matt Raeburn vs. State of Arkansas.  In this claim filed for disability benefits in the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously allowed the claim in the amount sought and also unanimously allowed higher educational scholarship benefits to any state-sponsored institution to the Claimant’s spouse, Shannon Justice Raeburn, and their minor children; Jordan William Lee Raeburn, 18, Caden Walker Raeburn, 11, and Clayton Parker Raeburn, 6, following the admission of liability and a recommendation of payment by the Respondent.

In this claim filed for death benefits in the amount of $200,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously allowed the claim in the amount sought and also unanimously allowed higher educational scholarship benefits for Claimant to any state-sponsored institution following the admission of liability and a recommendation of payment by the Respondent.

In this claim filed for personal injury and pain and suffering in an unknown amount, the Claims Commission had previously unanimously allowed the claim in the amount of $29,679.98 upon the presentation of a Negotiated Settlement Agreement by the parties and following the admission of liability and recommendation of payment by the Respondent.

COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING


(11-0610-CC)  Richard Tomboli vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $75,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Amended Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will proceed to hearing as scheduled.

(12-0242-CC)  Bill Erwin, #131413 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $72.98, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0277-CC)  Dexter Roseby, #109918 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $3.71, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” due to insufficient explanation of the lack of response to the Respondent’s initial “Motion to Dismiss”. Therefore, the Commission’s February 9, 2012, order remains in effect.

(12-0289-CC)  Rebecca Wilson vs. AR Parks & Tourism.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $30,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0300-CC)  Vernon Richard, #087202 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $13.98, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s February 9, 2012, order remains in effect.

(12-0336-CC)  Tisha Farmer vs. DHS/CFS.  In this claim for loss of property in the amount of $5,135.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein due to the claim filed by the incorrect party and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0341-CC)  Marvin Reeves, #119838 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $400.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will proceed to hearing on April 11, 2012.

(12-0349-CC)  Lorenzo Harvell, #121129 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $8,500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will proceed to hearing on May 10, 2012.

(12-0386-CC)  Jack Odem, III, #116620 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $1,100.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0391-CC)  Vincent Betts vs. UAMS.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $2,500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0468-CC)  Donald Manning, #141541 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $12,250.00, the Claims Commission denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s January 12, 2012, order remains in effect.

(12-0479-CC)  Keith Brewer, #106449 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $59.49, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0491-CC)  Travis Manning, #144583 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for pain and suffering and failure to follow procedure in the amount of $6,652.19, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0495-CC)  Billy Henson, #077911 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $150.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s February 12, 2012, order remains in effect.

(12-0500-CC)  Estate of Eddie Hue Smith, Jr. vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for wrongful death in an undetermined amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted a joint “Stipulated Protective Order” by the parties.  

(12-0503-CC)  Jeffery L. Brown, #085075 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $35.49, the Claims Commission unanimously granted a joint “Motion to Dismiss” by the parties.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0514-CC)  David Freeman, #080741 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and loss of property in the amount of $5,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0520-CC)  James Smith, #103093 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury and loss of property in the amount of $250,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(12-0520-CC)  James Smith, #103093 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury and loss of property in the amount of $250,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents”.  Therefore, the Respondent is ordered to respond by Monday, April 2, 2012.

(12-0525-CC)  Joshua Stricklin, #138119 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property and negligence in the amount of $900.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents”.  Therefore, the Respondent is ordered to respond by Monday, April 2, 2012.

(12-0540-CC)  Kelvin Beasley, #136079 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $94.52, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0565-CC)  Larry Jones, #070147 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $416.16, the Claims Commission denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(12-0569-CC)  Julie Armstrong, #752731 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in an undetermined amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0586-CC)  Larry Williams vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $890,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0599-CC)  Mark Henderson, #078763 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for property damage in an undetermined amount, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(12-0600-CC)  Byron Conway, #113285 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for pain and suffering and failure to follow procedure in the amount of $100,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0601-CC)  William H. King vs. AHTD.  In this claim for personal injury and property damage in an undetermined amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0607-CC)  Juan Garcia, #105910 vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.
