(11-0610-CC)  Richard Tomboli vs. Arkansas Department of Corrections.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $75,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously allowed the claim in the amount of $2,500.00 after the presentation of an oral negotiated settlement agreement by the parties and a recommendation of payment by the Respondent.

In this claim filed for property damage and travel expenses in the amount of $8,032.40, the Claims Commission unanimously found liability on the part of the Respondent and awarded the claim in the amount of $7,201.64.

In this claim filed for breach of contract in the amount of $64,450.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the claim for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence of any liability on the part of the Respondent.

The Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Claimant’s personal injury claim for the Claimant’s failure to prove any permanent compensatory damages.

COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING

(11-0633-CC)  Johnny Hall vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $95,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Request for Production of Documents”.  After a review of the Respondent’s response to the Claimant’s motion, the Claims Commission unanimously directed the Respondent to more fully respond to the Claimant’s “Request for Production of Documents” by Friday, June 1, 2012.

(12-0341-CC)  Marvin Reeves vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $400.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer any evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s April 11, 2012, order remains in effect.

(12-0551-CC)  Berry Morrow vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $3,480.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(12-0581-CC)  Steve Cody vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $200.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the Claimant’s possession of contraband.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0586-CC)  Larry Williams vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $890,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s March 15, 2012, order remains in effect.

(12-0592-CC)  Jeffery Hicks vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the Claimant’s possession of contraband.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0593-CC)  Travis Manning vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $9,999.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0599-CC)  Mark Henderson vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in an unknown amount, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the Claimant’s clear violation of the Department of Corrections’ policy.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0607-CC)  Juan Garcia vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” due to Claimant’s possession of unauthorized and un-inventoried property.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0608-CC)  Zakei Hakeen Quadir vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $440.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0627-CC)  Robert Harris vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $400.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0641-CC)  Jeffrey Kronnick vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $40.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” due to the Claimant’s inability to prove he had possessed the property in question, as it was never inventoried.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0655-CC)  Daniel Baker vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Amended Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0666-CC)  Melvin Lockhart vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $2,500.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(12-0673-CC)  James Ken Anderson vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $619.42, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will bet set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(12-0691-CC)  Kenneth Pitts vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $128.03, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s April 12, 2012, order remains in effect.  

(12-0699-CC)  Steven Hill vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $900.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0702-CC)  Jeremy Kennedy vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $6,169.51, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Claimant’s “Motion for Partial Summary Judgment”.  Therefore, the Claimant’s “Motion for Partial Summary Judgment” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0702-CC)  Jeremy Kennedy vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $6,169.51, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss for Failure to State a Claim”.  Therefore this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(12-0702-CC)  Jeremy Kennedy vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $6,169.51, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss for Failure to Exhaust”.  Therefore this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

In this claim filed for personal injury in the amount of $6,169.51, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Claimant’s “Motion to Hold Respondent in Contempt or in the Alternative Admonish Respondent for Fabricating Evidence”.  Therefore, the Claimant’s “Motion to Hold Respondent in Contempt or in the Alternative Admonish Respondent for Fabricating Evidence” is hereby denied and dismissed.

(12-0707-CC)  Kevin Linn vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $703.90, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the Claimant’s failure to provide evidence that was not available during his earlier claim (12-0087-CC) that was dismissed on August 12, 2011, on this very same matter.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed with prejudice.

(12-0708-CC)  Mark Allan Rowlett vs. UAF.  In this claim filed for other reasons in the amount of $750,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0711-CC)  Thelma Williams vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in an unknown amount, the Claims Commission unanimously amended Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” to a “Motion to Provide a More Definite Statement” and directs the Claimant to comply by Friday, June 1, 2012.

(12-0713-CC)  Thomas Stephens vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $213.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the Claimant’s refusal to sign the Department of Corrections’ property form.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0719-CC)  Entergy vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage in the amount of $688.98, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0723-CC)  Deshawn Leverette vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $4,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0730-CC)  Malichi Muhammad vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property in the amount of $3.99, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons contained therein.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(12-0745-CC)  Charles Watkins vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $10,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(12-0750-CC)  Cameron Bryant vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure in the amount of $8,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the Claimant’s violation of the Department of Corrections’ work release policy.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.
