(13-0909-CC & 14-0006-CC)  Dennis Brown and Tony Allen vs. ASP.  These claims were filed for personal injury and property damage, in the amount of $10,000.00 and $10,500.00 respectively. The Claims Commission found negligence on the part of the Respondent in both claims and unanimously awarded Claimant Dennis Brown the amount of $100.00 and Claimant Tony Allen the amount of $2,370.00.

(13-0695-CC)  Gyronne Buckley vs. SAO/CCPA.  This claim was filed for wrongful conviction, in the amount of $460,000.00.  The Claims Commission unanimously finds liability on the part of the Respondent. The actions of the Respondent and its employees were reprehensible and caused the Claimant to wrongfully spend eleven and one-half (11.5) years incarcerated.  The Arkansas State Claims Commission unanimously awards the Claimant the amount of $460,000.00 for his wrongful loss of freedom.

COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING 

(13-0695-CC)  Gyronne Buckley vs. SAO/CCPA.  In this claim filed for wrongful conviction, the Claims Commission unanimously denies and dismisses the Respondents “Motion for Summary Judgment.”  

(13-0867-CC)  Lesia Lovejoy vs DHS/Children and Family Services.  This claim was filed for negligence, failure to follow procedure, pain and suffering and mental anguish, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion for Leave to Amend its Admissions.”  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(14-0133-CC)  Vincent Cooper vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property and mental anguish, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.”  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.  The Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies the Claimant’s “Motion of Declaration for Entry of Default.”  Therefore the Claimant’s “Motion of Declaration for Entry of Default” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0150-CC)  Charles Winston vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s October 9, 2013, order remains in effect.

(14-0212-CC)  Jon Mills vs. DOC.  In this claim for loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-10 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed. 

(14-0213-CC)  Michael Snyder vs. DOC.  In this claim for loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted  the Respondent “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0229-CC)  Larry Henderson vs. DOC.  In this claim filed under the category of other, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1, 3, 4, 5 and 6 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0243-CC)  Dexter Artis vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for negligence, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent, “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby denied and dismissed.

(14-0295-CC)  Billy Wood vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reason set forth in paragraphs 2, 3, 4 and 5 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed. 

(14-0299-CC)  Partne Kiesling-Daugherty vs. SOA/Committee on Law Enforcement Standards.  In this claim filed for mental anguish, pain and suffering, refund of expenses and loss wages, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1-8 and 10 and 11 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0300-CC)  Dr. John L. Daugherty vs. SOA/Committee on Law Enforcement Standards. In this claim filed for mental anguish, pain and suffering, refund of expenses and loss of wages, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1-9, 11 and 12 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0301-CC)  Stanton Daugherty vs. SOA/Committee on Law Enforcement Standards.  In this claim filed for mental anguish, pain and suffering and other (economic losses), the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1-9, 11 and 12 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.  

(14-0311-CC)  Joseph Scott vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for negligence, failure to follow procedure, pain and suffering, and mental anguish, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants Respondent, “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0329-CC)  Steve Cody vs.DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2 and 3 contained in the motion.  Therefore, the claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0366-CC)  Terrence Moore vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1 and 3-8 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0379-CC)  Dustin Mays vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and mental anguish, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1, 3, 4 and 5 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0402-CC)  Nathan Lackey vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering, negligence and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent, “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, the claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0406-CC)  Detrick Croston vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2, 3, 4, 5 and 3 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.
