(09-0483-CC)  Susan Mary Belcher vs. UAMS.  In this claim filed for wrongful termination, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Motion to Dismiss without Prejudice”.  Therefore, this claim is unanimously dismissed without prejudice.

(11-0076-CC)  Jerome Meraz vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons set forth in paragraphs 1 and 2 contained in the motion. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(11-0712-CC)  Byron Conway vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury, negligence, and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission unanimously removed the “Held in Abeyance” status on this claim.  Therefore, this claim will be scheduled for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(13-0061-CC)  Michael St. Clair vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons set forth in paragraphs 1-4 and 6-40 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(13-0067-CC)  George Hall vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.”  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(13-0209-CC)  James Wright vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Claimant’s “Motion for Production of Documents”.  Therefore, the Respondent is order to respond to the Claimant’s motion by Friday, March 29, 2013.

(13-0406-CC)  Brian Koontz vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons set forth in paragraphs 1-4 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is denied and dismissed.

(13-0430-CC)  Teresa Niblett vs. DHS/DDS.  In this claim filed for wrongful termination, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and the parties notified accordingly.

(13-0480-CC)  George Marshall vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission unanimously amends the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” and unanimously 

(13-0507-CC)  Zhixiang Qu vs. UAMS.  In this claim filed for payment of annual and sick leave, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.  

(13-0510-CC)  Steven Cody vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons set forth in paragraphs 1, 3, and 4 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.
 
(13-0518-CC)  James Fudge vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering, and negligence, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1, 3-5, 7-9, and 11-18 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is denied and dismissed.

(13-0522-CC)  Jerlene & Elijah Gilmore vs. ASU.  In this claim filed for wrongful death, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(13-0523-CC)  Chris Johnson vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury, the Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss”.  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing with all parties notified accordingly.

(13-0526-CC)  Karl Bernard Carter vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission unanimously denied the Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s February 8, 2013, order remains in effect.

(13-0534-CC)  Elizabeth Cox vs. DHS/CFS.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, mental anguish, and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(13-0535-CC)  Samuel & Bertha Dishman vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for property damage, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for the Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(13-0552-CC)  Timothy Laplez Davis vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for the reasons set forth in paragraphs 1 and 3 – 5 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is denied and dismissed.
