(13-0940-CC)  Theresa Johnson vs. State of Arkansas.  In this claim filed for death benefit in the amount of $200,000.00, the Claims Commission unanimously allowed this claim in the amount of $200,000.00 and Claimant and her three children were unanimously granted State provided higher educational benefits to any State supported institution following the admission of liability and a recommendation of payment by the Respondent.

(11-0617-CC)  Olivian Miller vs. UAMS.  In this claim filed for wrongful death, etc. in the amount of $3,500.00, the Claims Commission took the claim under advisement.





COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING
 
(13-0194-CC)  Willie Murry vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for pain and suffering, the Claims Commission unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Strike” for the reasons contained therein and for the Claimant’s failure to respond. Therefore, the Respondent’s “Motion to Strike” is hereby unanimously granted. 

(13-0194-CC)  Willie Murry vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1 and 3-17 contained in the motion. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(13-0523-CC)  Chris Johnston vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies the claimant’s “Request for Sanctions, both #2 and #3.”  Also, the Claimant’s “Request for Written Deposition” is hereby unanimously denied, as the Claimant may obtain information through use of interrogatories or Request(s) for “Production of Documents” to obtain any needed material.

(13-0698-CC)  Sarah Smith vs. DHS/CFS.  In this claim filed for Other (Wrongful Allegations), the Claim Commission hereby unanimously grants the Claimant’s “Motion for Voluntary Dismissal,” without prejudice. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed without prejudice.

(13-0718-CC)  William Phillips vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.”  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly. 

(13-0722-CC)  Tracy Lee Bryant vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for refund of expenses, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the joint “Motion to Dismiss,” after an amicable settlement between the parties.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(13-0802-CC)  Michael Orndorff vs. DOC.  In this claim two separate claims were filed for failure to follow procedures, negligence, pain and suffering and person injury.  The Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1, 3, 5 and 6 on Claim #1, and 7 and 8 on Claim #2 all contained in the motion. Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed in its entirety. 

(13-0824-CC)  Jimmy Frost vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, loss of property and negligence, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(13-0825-CC)  Terry Lee vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property, mental anguish and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(13-0857-CC)  Delwrick Coleman vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for negligence, failure to follow procedure, pain and suffering and mental anguish, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s August 16, 2013, order remains in effect.

(13-0843-CC)  Joyce Quarles vs. Pulaski Technical College.  In this claim filed for personal injury and refund of expense, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(13-0899-CC)  Edward Ferguson vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-8 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(13-0929-CC)  Fred Edgin vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, negligence and mental anguish, the Claim Commission hereby unanimously denied Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s August 15, 2013, order remains in effect.

(14-0001-CC)  Michael Jackson vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for negligence and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0004-CC)  Earl Hall vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, mental anguish, pain and suffering and negligence, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0016-CC)  Troy Roddy vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for property damage, mental anguish pain and suffering and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-8 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0017-CC)  Steven Cody vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1 and 3 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0030-CC)  Howard Patterson v. DOC.  In this claim three separate claims for failure to follow procedure were filed.  The Claim Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1-3 on Claim #1, 4-7 on Claim #2 and 8-12 on Claim #3 all contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed in its entirety.

(14-0046-CC)  Clayton Melton vs. Arkansas Highway Department.  In this claim filed for property damage, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0060-CC)  Frank Franklin vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, mental anguish, pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-6 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0064-CC)  Joshua Warren Booth & Nicole Booth vs. Arkansas Highway Department.  In this claim filed for personal injury, loss of property, loss of wages, refund of expenses and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Claimant’s “Request to Hold Claim in Abeyance,” pending the pursuit and exhaustion of possible alternative remedies.  Therefore, this claim will be held in abeyance until receipt of notice that all alternative remedies have been exhausted.

(14-0117-CC)  DeAundrey Peoples vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” for the reasons contained therein.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0018-CC)  Dexter Harmon vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” for the reasons contained therein.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

 
(14-0040-CC)  Genois Boone vs. DOC.  In this claimed filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0048-CC)  Robert Soto vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for pain and suffering, negligence and property injury, the Claim Commission hereby unanimously denied Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the commission’s August 14, 2013, order remains in effect.
