COMMISSION’S CONSIDERATION OF MOTIONS FILED SINCE PREVIOUS MEETING 

(08-0693-CC)  Derwood Farguson, Special Administrator vs. UAMS.  In this claim filed for wrongful death, negligence and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion for Disclosure of Settlement Information,” for the reasons contained therein.

(13-0245-CC)  Deshawn Leverette vs. Department of Correction.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denies Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s November 15, 2013, order remains in effect.

(13-0609-CC)  Effie Collins vs. Arkansas Board of Embalmers and Funeral Directors.  In this claim filed for loss of wages, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Renewed Motion to Dismiss,” for the reasons contained therein.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(13-0852-CC)  Bruce E. Dawson, Jr. vs. Arkansas Highway Department.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.



(13-0867-CC)  Lesia Lovejoy, as custodian of Allyson Lovejoy vs. DHS/ Children and Family Services.  In this claim filed for negligence, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied and dismissed the Claimant’s “Motion for Summary Judgment.”  Therefore, the Claimant’s “Motion for Summary Judgment” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(13-0867-CC)  Lesia Lovejoy, as custodian of Allyson Lovejoy vs. DHS/ Children and Family Services.  In this claim filed for negligence, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion for Summary Judgment.”  Therefore, the Respondent’s “Motion for Summary Judgment” is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0009-CC)  Michael Barnum vs. Department of Correction.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering and negligence, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0133-CC)  Vincent Cooper vs. Department of Correction.  In this claim filed for loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Amended Motion to Dismiss.”  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(14-0162-CC)  Melinda Jo Young, Special Administrator vs. UAMS.  In this claim filed for wrongful death, negligence, pain and suffering, and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion for Summary Judgment.”  Therefore, this claim will proceed to hearing as scheduled.

(14-0212-CC)  Jon Mills vs. Department of Correction.  In this claim for loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Claims Commission’s December 12, 2003, order remains in effect.

(14-0268-CC)  Charles Winston vs. Department of Correction.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, loss of property and refund of expenses, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 1 and 3-7 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0292-CC)  Johnathan Andrew Mashon vs. UAMS.  In this claim filed for property damage, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore the Claims Commission’s December 12, 2013, order remains in effect.

(14-0329-CC)  Steven Cody vs. Department of Correction.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied Claimant’s “Motion for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s December 13, 2013, order remains in effect.

(14-0348-CC)  Jason Teeter vs. Department of Correction.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and personal injury, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-7 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0388-CC)  Jerry Ellis vs. Department of Correction.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0397-CC)  Daniel Hurlbut vs Department of Correction.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, personal injury, negligence, and mental anguish, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-10 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0402-CC)  Nathan Lackey vs. Depart of Correction.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering, negligence and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied Claimant’s “Request for Reconsideration” for the Claimant’s failure to offer evidence that was not previously available.  Therefore, the Commission’s December 12, 2013, order remains in effect.

(14-0416-CC)  Newger Material, Inc. vs. DHS/Behavioral Health Services.  In this claim filed for an unpaid bill, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s Motion to Dismiss,” solely for claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0418-CC)  Janice Pucket vs. DFA/Revenue Division/Motor Vehicle Division.  In this claim filed for personal injury and refund of expenses, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” for the reasons contained therein.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0449-CC)  Deborah Morris vs. Arkansas Department of Community Correction.  In this claim filed for person injury, refund of expenses and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0454-CC)  Joseph Smith vs. Department of Correction.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2, 4 and first 5 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0488-CC)  Terrance Cain vs. SOA/Attorney General.  In this claim filed for services rendered, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously grants the Claimant’s “Motion to Dismiss with Prejudice.”  Therefore, the claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed with prejudice.
