(13-0882-CC)  George Hall vs. DOC.  This claim was filed for loss of property in the amount of $58.49.  The Claims Commission unanimously denied and dismissed this claim for Claimant’s failure to prove by a preponderance of the evidence any liability on the part of the Respondent.

Claimant’s court and other materials have been found and the Claimant improperly obtained the books he claimed were lost.

(13-0715-CC)  Estate of Charles Hopson, Deceased vs. DOE.  This claim was filed for breach of contract in the amount of $500,000.00.  Following the presentation of a “Negotiated Settlement Agreement” by the parties and a recommendation of payment by the Respondent, the Claims Commission unanimously allowed the claim in the amount of $25,000.00.  (Note:  This decision was subsequently withheld due to information discovered the following day and a new hearing on the claim was scheduled.)

At the conclusion of the two hour presentation of Claimant’s evidence and testimony, the Respondent’s legal counsels moved for a “Motion for Directed Verdict of Dismissal”. The Claims Commission unanimously granted the motion and dismissed the claim.

(12-0301-CC)  Mark Campbell vs. DOC.  On this claim filed for negligence, failure to follow procedure and personal injury, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Amended Motion to Dismiss,” for Claimant’s failure to file a timely response.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

 (14-0066-CC)  Paul Seibert vs. AHTD.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering, and negligence, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” solely for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0380-CC)  Kyrel Brown vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury and negligence the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-8 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0449-CC)  Deborah Morris vs. DOCC.  In this claim filed for personal injury, refund of expenses, and pain and suffering, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss.”  Therefore, this claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(14-0420-CC)  Claude Wallace vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and personal injury, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously denied and dismissed the Respondent’s “Amended Motion to Dismiss.”  The Claimant raised no constitutional issues in his claim narrative, therefore, the claim is properly filed before the Claims Commission.  This claim will be set for hearing and all parties notified accordingly.

(14-0441-CC)  Daniel Sanders vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury, pain and suffering, mental anguish, negligence and failure to follow procedure, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” for Claimant’s failure to file a timely response.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0577-CC)  Dale Perkins vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for failure to follow procedure and negligence, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-5, contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0580-CC)  Brent Davis vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for personal injury, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss,” sole for Claimant’s failure to respond.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0600-CC)  Barry London vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-4 contained in the motion.  Therefore, the claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.

(14-0604-CC)  Alonzo Gilliam vs. DOC.  In this claim filed for loss of property, the Claims Commission hereby unanimously granted the Respondent’s “Motion to Dismiss” for reasons set forth in paragraphs 2-4 contained in the motion.  Therefore, this claim is hereby unanimously denied and dismissed.
